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Slatwall/Pivot Models 1000P, 3000P, 6000P 

SLATWALL MOUNT 

Brackets are slotted to accommodate almost any 

slatwall spacing. Hold rack up against slatwall to 

determine top and bottom slots to be used for 

mounting rack. Press Slatwall Nuts, one each, 

into top and bottom slots. Be sure nut is com-

pleted seated in slot. (Figure 1).  

STUD MOUNT 

Locate wall stud. Center rack vertically over wall stud. 

Rack should be straight up and down. Pencil in screw hole 

marks through slot on back of top and bottom brackets. 

Bottom pencil mark should be directly below top mark. 

Make sure rack is high enough on wall so that your board 

will not touch the ground when placed in rack. 

  

Remove rack and drill (2) 1/8” holes on marks, 1.5” deep. 

 

Attach rack to wall by driving 2” Wood Screw through 

washer, top bracket, and pre-drilled wall stud hole. Repeat 

process for bottom bracket. Post should be perfectly verti-

cal. 

 

Secure rack by tightening top and bottom screws. 

 

IMPORTANT: This method is for direct mounting to wall 

studs. Mounting this rack to a hollow wall without wall 

studs requires the use of a Hollow wall Mounting Kit avail-

able online at www.bordzup.com.

1. Be sure edges of board are free of 

grease or wax. 

2. Allow for slight settling of board of 

up to 1.5 inches.   

3. Periodically ensure post is free from 

debris. Post and Grips can be cleaned 

up with WD-40. 

4. Grips can be screwed off and 

screwed back on at a new orientation 

to provide a fresh contact point for 

extended wear life.  
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Place edge of 

board under 

outside grip 

and gently 

push up and 

out as shown. 

 

Middle grip 

should hit 

middle of 

board. Middle 

grip should not  

strike board 

more than 

halfway down. 
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Move board back toward inside 

grips. Slowly release board 

allowing rack to squeeze and 

suspend the board in place. 

Push down on lowest grip to 

firmly secure.  

CAUTION: 

DROP DANGER! 

Lifting this  arm while 

 board is in rack could result 

in very sore toes. 

To secure rack to slatwall: 

First push Machine Screw 

through washer then bracket.  

Second, screw Machine Screws into slatwall 

nuts. Leave slightly loose.  

Third, straighten rack to vertical position. 

Fourth, tighten screws (Figure 2).
